AppSense Management Pack also includes a comprehensive knowledgebase that provides the 
Administrator with information and help on how to best configure the AppSense tools for optimal 
security and performance.

AppSense Desktop Security Monitor can be easily upgraded to AppSense Application Manager which 
provides complete protection by blocking the execution of unauthorized applications, and controls 
user access to the application set. 

AppSense Application Manager uses the same interception and classification engine as the Desktop 
Security Monitor but can optionally prevent the execution of any items that have not been installed 
by a list of ‘trusted owners’ or have been classified by the Administrator as a potential security threat.
